All applications MUST include a self-addressed stamped envelope OR email address and check. If
these items are not received, your registration will not be confirmed. Your space assignment will be
given to you the morning of Sparta Day.

Booth fees are non-refundable. Fee is for space only. Tables, tents and generators are NOT
supplied.

Sparta Day is from 10:00am to 4:00pm, RAIN OR SHINE. In the event of a cancellation due to
severe weather, an announcement will be made on 102.3 FM (WSUS Radio) or you can call (973) 300-
7309.

One car at a time, per crafter/exhibitor, is allowed on the field during set-up. During event hours, one
vehicle is allowed to remain per space, but it has to be parked in the space itself.

No vehicles will be allowed on the field before 7:30am or after 9:30am. You will be expected to remain
on the field throughout the entire event. Junior Woman’s Club of Sparta volunteers will be on the field
during set-up to direct you to your booth space.

The sale of “silly string,” “magic ink,” “party snaps,” “stink bombs,” “caps” of any kind, “hair color
spray,” “stink spray,” and “smoking candy cigarettes” is strictly prohibited.
